Additionally, G5 
modules are speci�cally designed to 
maximize stormwater control and 
now allow irrigation lines directly 
beneath modules.

GreenGrid® o�ers versatility and 
design �exibility, with modules 
available in FOUR di�erent depths for 
a variety of planting options. Modules 
can be pre-grown at our nurseries to 
meet plant coverage speci�cations up 
to 95% and delivered to the job site to 
create an instant mature green roof. 
This translates to a successful green 
roof with less up-front maintenance, 
plus a beautiful look from day one. In 
addition, GreenGrid® modules can be 
custom-cut with curves or angles.
